Directions to Rancho Corona  
From Northern California : Take I 5 south to 138 east (approximately 40 miles from Bakersfield). Take 138 east approximately 5 miles to N2, aka 
Old Ridge Route. Take N2 approximately 2 miles to Pine Canyon Road, which will be your first left. Take Pine Canyon road approximately 2 miles 
to Rancho Corona which will be on your right. 
From Southern California: Take I 5 north to 138 east (approximately 30 miles from Valencia) From there follow the directions given above. 
From the East: Take the 14 to the 138 west (interchange is a few miles north of Lancaster). Go west on the 138 approximately 40 miles to 3 points 
road turn left. Take 3 points road to Pine Canyon Road and turn right. Follow Pine Canyon approximately 6 miles to Rancho Corona, which will be 
on the left.
